Your fellow alumni brothers have committed an additional $980,022 to the building campaign since May 12, 2022, 
increasing total commitments to $5,238,585 as of December 15, 2022.  �is resounding response to the call for 
action set forth in May enabled the Planning Committee to secure a construction loan and a $925,000 mortgage in 
August.  Brothers, construction has begun!!  Please go to NDDU.org to watch our progress.  Also, please read 
elsewhere in this edition of the Open Visor about the work of the Building & Architecture Committee as it 
continues work on re�ning the design, selecting construction materials, and working with our general contractor.  In 
particular, our brotherhood is indebted to Brian Poykko ’77, Cary Schilling ’84, and Brad Aafedt ’86 for their 
leadership on the Building & Architecture Committee.

Included in the new commitments this past summer is a single cash gift of $150,000 given anonymously.  �e entire 
brotherhood is absolutely ecstatic with this generosity and wishes to extend its deepest appreciation to the individual 
who made this unexpected, incredibly timely, and generous gift.  �is sel�ess act truly de�nes our brotherhood and 
this campaign.  No one involved with the campaign knows the identity of this donor, so if you are reading this now, 
please know how overwhelmed we are with your philanthropy.  As the undergrads would say, AWESOME!!

�e necessity to raise an additional $1 million last May before seeking a construction loan, and the successful 
response to three matching gift campaigns, motivated brothers to do what no other DU chapter in the International 
Fraternity has done—raise more than $5 million to build a new house.  �e Planning Committee wishes to thank 
the three parties behind the matching gift challenges: Katie and Doug Mark, their second challenge, to the 80’s 
decade; Dennis Hill who matched gifts from 2000s+ graduates, and Scott and Steve Swenson who o�ered a match 
to the 70’s decade.  A substantial portion of the new funds committed since May came from brothers who had 
already made a pledge and found a way to stretch even further, adding to their original commitment.  THANK 
YOU!

Our brotherhood has one more fundraising challenge to meet:  To complete our new house as envisioned, we 
must close a private fundraising gap of $1.8 million before April 15, 2023.  Construction costs continue to rise due 
to shortages of materials and labor, and we need to shift once again into high gear to build our 100 year home.  We 
liken our fundraising e�ort to climbing Mt. Everest.   After tremendous e�ort and teamwork, we have reached Base 
Camp Four.  �e ascent to the summit begins now!   

How you can help:  Reaching our ultimate goal will require every bit as much energy, generosity, and 
communication as it has taken to raise $5.2 million to date.  Pledges can be made over �ve years.   Commitments of 
$25,000 or more are eligible for a partial charitable tax deduction.  Brothers pledging $5,000 or more will have their 
names on a permanent honor plaque in the new chapter house.

�at exchange between a brother of Delta 
Upsilon and Helen Heen was one of the most 
impactful memories she had of the 
North Dakota Chapter.   

“My �rst interaction with DU was at the 
Homecoming Dance 1990, my son, Brother Bret 
Wifall (‘94), asked me to come along.  Prior to this 
experience I thought that fraternities were full of 
rich, spoiled jerks and drunks.  When I saw the 
brotherhood and camaraderie that the men of Delta 
Upsilon exhibited, I knew this was a di�erent 
type of fraternity.” 

How did Helen come to be the House Mother 
of the North Dakota Chapter?  “It was really an 
organic process”, recalled Je� 
Burke ('93).  “After Bret 
became a member, we noticed 
that Helen was present at 
many of our events.  Quite a 
few brothers took a liking to 
her.  She was very easy to 
converse with and she 
genuinely seemed interested 
in what was going on in our 
lives.  I know many of the 
men would seek her out for 
advice.  At the time, we did not have a House 
Mother and someone suggested Helen.  We o�ered 
her the position, she accepted and the rest is DU 
history.” 

Helen came to recognize the worth of 
fraternities, speci�cally DU.  Helen appreciated the 
values of Delta Upsilon; Justice, Friendship, 
Character, Liberal Culture and furthermore 

envisioned how she could use her role as house 

mother to promote these ideals.  “What I taught the 
men is to respect all of those around you, men, and 
women and to especially remember to respect 
yourself and always carry yourself in the best 
possible manner.” 

Helen took her role seriously and made sure she 
was available for important DU functions.  “I was 
there every Monday night to set up for the meal.  I 
would go to the house and make sure it was clean 
and presentable for formal events.  I did enjoy giving 
the etiquette class to the new members.  But 
probably my favorite role was to listen to the 
brothers who wanted to talk or needed advice.  I 
remember one Monday night when I spent it in the 

stairwell listening to one 
of the brothers about a 
tough time he was having.  
He was dealing with a 
relationship break up.  It’s 
important for a mom to 
listen and be there for her 
sons.”  Another motherly 
act was to always be the 
last one to leave the event 
site when DU had a 
formal dance, etc.  �ere 

was always a jacket, ties, women’s purses, a random 
shoe to pick up and bring to the following Monday 
night meeting for return to the proper owner.

Mom does have some memories from DU that 
will last a lifetime.  She did meet the original house 
mom, Mrs. Uhas, on one occasion.  “She asked me 
with a smile if I was old enough to be a house mom 
for all these young men. I answered her with, “I’m 
certainly going to �nd out!”.

Helen and her husband, Earl had a special 
relationship with many of the brothers; to the point 
that they were the target of several jokes and pranks. 
“One night Earl and I noticed cars stopping 
randomly in front of our home.  When we went 
outside to check it out, it seems the boys put a 
temporary stop sign on the street!”  She also recalled 
how she would collect duck replicas and 
paraphernalia.  “It was common for brothers to 
come by and take a duck.  �ey would always give 
them back, though”.

Some memories were fun; like the Super Bowl 
parties she would host in her home.  Others were 
more somber; “I hosted a reception at my home 
after the funeral of brother Mike Hillman.”  She is 
also very appreciative of the multitude of DUs who 
were present for her husband, Earl’s, funeral years 
later. “Brian Strom, Sam Wheeldon, and BJ Austin 
sang at the celebration of life.”

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Doson Nguyen, a native of Halliday, ND, came 
to the University of North Dakota in the fall of 
2012 to study Biology with a pre-medicine 
emphasis. As a freshman, he lived in the infamous 
Walsh Hall. Doson was involved in ROTC, having 
signed up for the National Guard at the age of 17.

UND’s historic campus has gone under many 
renovations since its founding in 1883. Today, the 
campus has seen major building projects in the last 
couple years. �e newly named Nistler College of 
Business & Professional Disciplines opened its 
doors in the Fall 2022 semester. �is brand new 
108,000 sq. ft. building boasts 28 classrooms and 
labs, 10 group study rooms, a 5,000 sq. ft. 
auditorium with the ability to accommodate 250 
students, skywalks connecting to the Chester Fritz 
Library and Merri�eld Hall, and 8,750 sq. ft. of 
�exible space with the ability to accommodate 350+ 
students, faculty, and community members. �is 
space will be con�gurable for campus tours, business 
compet i t ions , 
and campus or 
c o m m u n i t y 
events. �e new 
business school 
is located just 
East of Gamble 
Hall. 

Other new additions to the campus are the 
reconstructions of McVey and West Hall 
dormitories. McVey and West Hall were both 
demolished with two brand new structures built to 
replace them. McVey opened its doors in the Fall of 
2022 and West Hall will open up Fall of 2023. Bek 
and Hancock Hall were demolished and Walsh and 
Squires Hall are slated to be as well. 

Merri�eld Hall celebrated its 93rd birthday this 
year. At homecoming, an open house was put on to 
highlight the building and to announce a 
remodeling project. More details are to come, but 
this project  will start in the Spring 2023 semester.
